o CLlIis a very concentrated educational experience that requires full participation and attention from all who
attend. Therefore, we prefer to limit distractions. A phone is available if your child needs to contact you, but
all participants will be asked to make only occasional, brief phone calls home and only between 6-7 PM. If a
CLI participant needs to call home at a time other than 6-7 PM, they may ask a program team member for
permission to use the phone. Because of the potential for distractions and the difficulty in receiving cellular
signals at the retreat house, we ask that participants do not bring cellular phones with them to CLI. If
you have any concerns about this policy, please discuss them with me before the program.
